About This Opportunity:

The Wastewater Plant operates 24 hours a day, seven days a week. The Wastewater Plant Technician performs intermediate technical
work in the operation and maintenance of a water treatment plant, taking samples, reading gauges and charts, performing routine

tests, assisting to ensure proper plant operation, maintaining records and files, and related work as apparent or assigned.

Essential Functions:

e Maintains and operates wastewater treatment plant; records readings from instruments; maintains records on plant operations;
monitors flows and makes appropriate adjustments.

e  Monitors Autothermal Thermophilic Aerobic Digestor and reports and operational issues to the Chief Wastewater Treatment
Plant Operator.

e  Collects samples; performs laboratory tests in the absence of the Laboratory Technician.
e Assists with the maintenance and repair of plant equipment.
e Handles chemicals and calculates correct dosage.

e  Performs general custodial and grounds maintenance work.

Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities:

e Some knowledge of treatment plant principles and operating practices.

e Some knowledge of the operating characteristics and maintenance requirements of a treatment plant.
e Ability to detect flaws in the operation of equipment and to determine proper remedial measures.

e  Ability to understand and follow oral and written instructions.

e Ability to keep records and prepare reports.

e  Skill in the use and care of hand tools.

e  Ability to make arithmetic computations.

e Ability to compute rates, ratios and percentages.
