
CITY OF HARROGATE

Rules & regulations pertaining to use of city property designated for community gardening.   *Property is offered for use AS IS*
1. 
Participants may garden at their own convenience but should be respectful of neighbors and keep noise to a minimum, especially during early morning or late evening hours. No gardening will be conducted before 5:00 AM, or after 10:00 PM. 
2. 
The Community Garden is intended for personal use only. Gardening for commercial purposes is not allowed.

3. 
Pets are not allowed in the community garden area.

4. 
Children in the community garden area must be supervised at all times.

5. 
Garden plot participants are expected to keep their plots clear and free of weeds, grass, and other debris. Weeds over one (1) foot in height or weeds with seed heads must be removed.
6.. 
All weeds, cuttings, and other debris must be removed with each visit or before becoming a nuisance.

7. 
Absolutely no dumping of debris into other garden plots is allowed.

8. 
Garden plots may not be used to grow illegal plants, or trees of any kind.

  9. 
Crops, plants, vines and vegetation must be contained within the boundaries of one’s garden plot. Overlapping onto adjacent pathways or garden plots is prohibited.

10. 
No fertilizers, insecticides or herbicides will be used that will in any way detrimentally affect adjacent gardens plots or grass areas.

11. 
Structures, other than trellis for vines and melons, are not allowed in the community garden.

12. 
You are required to supply your own water.
13. 
Participants will follow safe gardening practices at all times. The City of Harrogate assumes no liability for any injury, damage, theft or loss of property belonging to garden user participants, before, during, or after their usage. 
14. 
The City of Harrogate reserves the right to have full access to the garden at any time in order to ensure that all rules, regulations, and laws are being observed, and if necessary, may terminate activity for the safety and welfare of city property.
15. 
The City of Harrogate reserves the right to terminate use of the property for a garden if the City should have other need for property use. In doing so, the City will try to give participants ample notice and use until the end of that growing season, if possible.
16.    The City of Harrogate requires each active gardener to sign a waiver, release, and hold harmless agreement before being allowed to participate.
