General Definition of Work

Performs intermediate skilled technical work installing, maintaining and repairing overhead and underground power transmission and distribution lines, substations and related facilities, operating equipment, and related work as apparent or assigned.  Work is performed under the limited supervision of the Electric Crew Supervisor.
Qualification Requirements
To perform this job successfully, an individual must be able to perform each essential function satisfactorily.  The requirements listed below are representative of the knowledge, skill and/or ability required.  Reasonable accommodations may be made to enable individual with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

Essential Functions

Performs installation, maintenance and emergency repair work on electric transmission and distribution systems.
Sets up job site to meet safety standards ensuring protection of employees and the general public.
Installs new conductors in close proximity with energized adjacent high voltage power lines.
Sets poles and builds platforms, transformer banks and regulator banks.
Replaces damaged hardware, overhead and underground primary system.
Operates bucket truck, line truck and other various equipment.
Performs work on energized high voltage circuits from bucket truck or climbs poles as required.
Installs transformers, switches, re-closers and other various components common to transmission and distribution systems; makes appropriate low and high voltage connections.
Performs switching operations; transfers load and/or isolates equipment for testing; monitors load conditions.
Inspects and ensures equipment is in safe working condition.
Knowledge, Skills and Abilities
Thorough knowledge of the practices, methods, equipment, materials and tools used in the construction and maintenance of electrical distribution and transmission systems; thorough knowledge of the occupational hazards connected with electrical transmission and distribution duties and the safety precautions required; skill in the use and care of tools of the trade; ability to perform manual work and physical stamina to withstand working under adverse weather conditions; ability to climb poles; ability to understand and follow instructions in both oral and written form; ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with associates and the general public.
Education and Experience

High school diploma or GED and moderate experience as a Trainee Line Technician, or equivalent combination of education and experience.
Physical Requirements

This work requires the regular exertion of up to 25 pounds of force, frequent exertion of up to 50 pounds of force and occasional exertion of up to 100 pounds of force; work regularly requires standing, walking, using hands to finger, handle or feel, reaching with hands and arms and lifting, frequent speaking or hearing and pushing or pulling and occasionally requires sitting, climbing or balancing and stooping, kneeling, crouching or crawling; work requires close vision, distance vision, ability to adjust focus, depth perception, color perception and night vision; vocal communication is required for expressing or exchanging ideas by means of the spoken word and conveying detailed or important instructions to other accurately, loudly or quickly; hearing is required to perceive information at normal spoken word levels and to receive detailed information through oral communications and/or to make fine distinctions in sound; work requires visual inspection involving small defects and/or small parts, using measuring devices, operating machines, operating motor vehicles or equipment and observing general surroundings and activities; worker is regularly working in high, precarious places, exposure to outdoor weather conditions and exposure to the risk of electrical shock, frequent working near moving mechanical parts and exposure to extreme cold (non-weather) and occasionally requires wet, humid conditions (non-weather), exposure to fumes or airborne particles, exposure to toxic or caustic chemicals, exposure to extreme heat (non-weather), exposure to vibration, wearing a self contained breathing apparatus and exposure to bloodborne pathogens and may be required to wear specialized personal protective equipment; work is generally in a loud noise location (e.g. heavy traffic, large earth-moving equipment).
