PARKS & RECREATION RENTAL FACILITY CONTRACT

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. The facility and surrounding area, including the restrooms, and kitchen where applicable, will be cleaned and all equipment will be returned to proper place before departure following activity. All tables and chairs will be returned to proper storage.

2. All lighting systems will be turned off before leaving the facility.

3. All doors and gates will be securely locked upon leaving facility.

4. No decorations will be attached to or suspended from the ceiling; nor will                                                                             nails, tacks or staples be used on walls or woodwork.

5. A City Ordinance prohibits the use of alcoholic beverages, including beer. Special permission must be granted by the Parks & Recreation Department and a Tennessee State Licensed Bartender must serve the alcoholic beverages. Proof of the licensed bartender is required prior to rental.

6. The facility is rented in “as is” condition. Any improvements (additional electric, fencing, etc.) or maintenance requests will be the sole responsibility of the Lessee and must be approved by the Facility Supervisor prior to being done. Parks & Recreation employees are not authorized to complete work for the Lessee unless approved by the Facility Supervisor. 

7. Written cancellation is required two weeks prior to event date or deposit will be forfeited. There will be no rain cancellations.

8. Keys to the facility should be picked up no earlier than the day before set-up. If event occurs on the weekend, key should be picked up on Friday before 4:30. Keys should be returned the next working day.

9. All equipment, including signage, dumpsters, port-o-lets, etc., brought in for use during the event must be removed on the last day of the rental unless prior arrangements have been made. The City of Clarksville will not be responsible for items left after an event. Additional rental fees may be applied if equipment remains on grounds after contracted rental time.

10. No vendors are allowed at private rentals. No admission charges can be collected or revenue generated. Violation of this rule will result in the entire deposit being withheld.

11. All restroom facilities will be stocked with supplies provided by the Parks & Recreation Department. No other suppliers shall be used.

12. No fires are allowed except within the fireplace or grills. All fires must be fueled using only wood or charcoal. Fires must be completely extinguished prior to leaving. 

13. All rentors must abide by the City  of Clarksville’s Noise Ordinance Section 10-224.1.b 

14. The City of Clarksville Parks and Recreation Department in conjunction with the local authorities reserves the right to terminate any event if the activities are deemed unlawful or harmful.

Any infraction of above rules will result in forfeiture of part or all of the deposit. Evidence of alcohol having been used at the facility without permission from the Beer Board and the Parks & Recreation Department will result in automatic forfeiture of the entire deposit and possible legal action taken against lessee. The department reserves the right to deny future rentals.
